
Fittingly, the aromas and palate of this last vintage
are little haunting. Amidst aromas of ripe red
plums and Bing cherries arise telltale aromas of
aromatic summer grasses and sage. On the palate,
this final release shows off its dimensionality with
layer upon layer of juice-bleeding cherries,
eucalyptus and cocoa. Winemaker Julian Halasz
noted that this final release is “well-structured”
and “concentrated,” and as age-worthy as a
Cabernet Sauvignon, and Darcie Kent notes a
“chocolate brownie” finish.
